SWNZ was established in 1995, at which time 
it was focused on vineyard management, in 2002 this was 
extended to winery management policies.

In the winery, SWNZ focuses on winery waste management 
and water and energy efficiency. Today a total of over 
100 New Zealand Wineries, approximately (75% of wine 
production) and 900 New Zealand vineyards (20,000Ha+ 
or 70%+ of producing area) are accredited by SWNZ.
